The project is designed so that students can tackle single or multiple strands of the 
project, and engage with other learners around the globe, bringing authenticity to 
Global Citizenship. This project has strands which can be completed within a half term, 
or established for continuation throughout the academic year.

History, Citizenship and English 

                Designed for Key Stages 3 and 4  

During December each year, this cLc project enables children to explore Advent, ask 
Father Christmas questions and join the International Christmas Wiki to learn from 
others about Christmas traditions, routines, experiences and cultural celebrations. The 
short project contains a range of simple activities including shared Christmas storywrit-
ing, talking books, exploration and a Christmas countdown. This project is designed for 
the few weeks leading up to Christmas.  
Focuses on RE and Literacy  
Designed for Key Stage 1 

With Climate Change being so topical around the world, this project aims to provide 
students with the opportunity to consider some of the issues in context and depth. 
Choosing one or more of the 5 strands (Weather, Carbon Footprints, Climate & the 
Media, Pollution, and Individual Responsibility), students will be able to explore a range 
of aspects of the changing Climate and how it affects the world around us. This col-
laborative project sits comfortably alongside schools who are focusing on EcoSchools 
or developing Zero Carbon school environments.  
Focuses on Geography, Science, English, PSHE and Drama  
Designed for  Key Stages 2, 3 and 4 

Today there is an increasing focus on healthy lifestyles and the Healthy Schools 
agenda, this cLc project provides students with the opportunity to consider what a 
healthy diet really is and how they can eat healthily by comparing experience, diet and 
opinion with learners from different countries and cultures. Through recipes, food map-
ping, debate, reflection and planning, students will emerge from this project with an 
increased awareness of the range and the variety of ways to keep a healthy diet. This 
project is designed to be completed within a 6 week period.  
Focuses on English, Science, and PSHE
